Today, our programs are in high
demand! Over 2,000 adult learners
attend more than 90 classes/year, on the
Ul campus and in cities statewide. We
host regional & national conferences and
lead competitive grant projects.

However, the Labor Center’s future is
uncertain. When the center was targeted
for closure in 2018, over 10,000 lowans
spoke out and kept it open - but funding
was eliminated over a 5-year period. As
we work to restore stable funding, we
rely on grants and donations to survive.
